There was a special performance by House No. 8 girls
that was a Yoga Dance. Snehasadan children who have passed SSC and HSC exam this year were felicitated. Those who
scored well were given scholarships.

Snehasadan provided me an opportunity to study well. I was admitted to Sun-
flower Secondary English Medium School for my 10" standard. They made
available a separate coaching teacher for my difficult subjects. I have successful-
ly completed my SSC with 79%.

Now, I don’t want to go away from Snehasadan. I am really very happy to stay
here. Snehasadan has been a blessing in my life.
